1. PURPOSE OF THE CALL
Ferrari Fashion School announces a call for applications for the award of incoming
scholarships for the academic year 2026/2027, aimed at fostering talent and supporting
students in pursuing their higher education in the fashion field.

2. AVAILABLE SCHOLARSHIPS
For each programme, the following scholarships are available:

● 1 scholarship providing a 50% tuition fee reduction for each year of the programme,
subject, after the first year, to the achievement of all required credits and successful
completion of all exams.

● Up to 5 scholarships providing a 30% tuition fee reduction for each year of the
programme, subject, after the first year, to the achievement of all required credits and
successful completion of all examinations.

● Up to 3 scholarships providing a 20% tuition fee reduction for each year of the
programme, subject, after the first year, to the achievement of all required credits and
successful completion of all examinations.

3. ELIGIBLE PROGRAMMES
● Three-year Undergraduate Programmes and Bachelor of Arts (BA)
● Master’s Programmes
● Master of Arts (MA)
● Two-year Pattern Making Programme (eligible only for the 20% scholarship)

4. APPLICATION DEADLINES
● 30 September 2026 for Undergraduate Programmes, Bachelor of Arts and Master’s

Programmes
● 31 December 2026 for Master of Arts programmes

5. REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION
Applicants must submit the following:

● Copy of a valid ID document
● High school diploma or university degree certificate (depending on the selected

programme)
● Creative portfolio
● Motivation letter



 

● Language certification equivalent to an IELTS score of 5.5 or higher (required for 
Bachelor of Arts and Master of Arts programmes)  
 

6. EVALUATION PROCEDURE 
Applications will be assessed within two weeks from the submission of complete 
documentation, following an initial interview with an Admissions Advisor, by the Ferrari 
Fashion School Selection Committee, based on merit and motivation criteria. 
 
The percentage of the scholarship awarded is determined according to the score assigned 
by the Committee, as follows: 
 

● Score 6–7: 20%  
● Score 8–9: 30%  
● Score 10: 50%  

 
Successful applicants will be notified via email. 
 
7. DISBURSEMENT OF SCHOLARSHIPS 
Ferrari Fashion School applies the scholarship amount as a deduction from the tuition fees; 
no direct payment will be made to scholarship beneficiaries.
